Helpful Hints for Parents and Children Attending Worship Together
1. The night before, lay out what you and your child will wear to church so that everyone is not rushing around trying to figure out what to wear on Sunday morning.
2. Put bibles and other items you take to church next to the door so that you know where they are when you’re ready to leave.

3. Provide a nourishing breakfast for you and your family on Sunday mornings.

4. Give your child the responsibility of bringing their own bible to worship with them so they can follow along with the Pastor when he asks us to look up scriptures.
5. Encourage your child to go to the bathroom and get a drink of water before services begin.  If your child is one that must go to the bathroom before the hour is up on a continuous basis, sit near the back of the worship service so that the movement does not distract others around you so much.

6. Encourage your child to pick up a Kidz Konnection bulletin, which is a tool designed to help children participate in worship with activities and questions.  These should be available from the ushers.
7. Encourage your children to welcome others into worship as you reach out to welcome others.

8. Allow your children to participate in the offertory.  Not only are they used to doing this in Jericho Junction, it is a great way to continue teaching the spiritual discipline of giving.

9. Packing a few chewy fruit snacks can be helpful when your child gets restless.   

10. Encourage your child to whisper when they want to ask questions.  Allow questions about the service to be teaching opportunities between you and your child.  Now and then you may want to interrupt with a whisper on your own to the child to interpret what is happening in the service.
11. Remember that even adults get the giggles and wiggles at times.  Ignore negative behavior if it is not disturbing to others around you.  Any effort to demand perfect behavior may hinder the worship service from being a joyful time in the LORD for both child and parent.
12. See family worship as a blessing from the LORD as you guide your children and direct them to know and love Jesus.
