You’re not 
here by 
accident. 
God loves you. He wants you to 
have a personal relationship with 
Him through Jesus, His Son. But 
there is one thing that separates you 
from God. That one thing is sin. 

	 Sin is our failure to measure up 
to God’s holiness and His righteous 
standards. We sin by things we 
do, choices we make, attitudes we 
show, and thoughts we entertain. 
We also sin when we fail to do 
right things. The Bible affirms our 
own experience – “there is none 
righteous, not even one.” No matter 
how good we try to be, none of us 
does right things all the time. 

	 God says that every person who 
has ever lived is a sinner, and that 
any sin separates us from God. We 
are all sinners. “For all have sinned 
and come short of the glory of 
God.” Romans 3:23 

	 But there is great news for you!  
God DOES love you. More than 
you can ever imagine - and there’s 
nothing you can do to make Him 
stop. Our sins demand punishment 
- the punishment of death and 
separation from God. But because 
of His great love, God sent His only 
Son Jesus to die for our sins.“God 
demonstrates His own love for us 
in this: While we were still sinners, 
Christ died for us.” Romans 5:8 

	 For you to come to God you 
have to get rid of your sin problem. 
But, in our own strength, not one 
of us can do this. You can’t make 
yourself right with God by being a 
better person. Only God can rescue 
us from our sins. He is willing to do 
this not because of anything you 
can offer Him, but because He loves 
you! “He saved us, not because of 
righteous things we had done, but 
because of His mercy.” Titus 3:5 

It’s God’s grace that allows you to 
come to Him - not your efforts to 
“clean up your life” or work your 
way to Heaven. You can’t earn it. 

It’s a free gift. God’s gift to you is 
His son, Jesus, who paid the debt 
for you when He died on the Cross. 
“For the wages of sin is death, but 
the gift of God is eternal life in Jesus 
Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:23 

	 Jesus paid the price for our sins 
by giving His life on a cross. God 
brought Jesus back from the dead. 
He provided the way for you to have 
a personal relationship with Him 
through Jesus. When we realize 
how deeply our sin grieves the 
heart of God and how desperately 
we need a Savior, we are ready to 
receive God’s offer of salvation. To 
admit we are sinners means turning 
away from our sin and selfishness 
and turning to follow Jesus. The 
Biblical word for this is repentance 
- to change our thinking about how 
grievous sin is, so our thinking is in 
line with God’s. 

	 All that’s left for you to do is 
to accept the gift that Jesus is 
holding out for you right now. “If you 
confess with your mouth, “Jesus 
is Lord,” and believe in your heart 
that God raised him from the dead, 
you will be saved. For it is with 
your heart that you believe and are 
justified, and it is with your mouth 
that you confess and are saved.” 
Romans 10:9-10 

Are you ready to accept the 
gift of eternal life that Jesus is 
offering you right now? 

If it is your sincere desire to receive 
Jesus into your heart as your 
personal Lord and Savior, then talk 
to God from your heart.

Here’s a suggested prayer: 

	 “Lord Jesus, I know that I am a 
sinner and I do not deserve eternal 
life. But, I believe You died and rose 
from the grave to make me a new 
creation and to prepare me to dwell 
in Your presence forever. Jesus, 
come into my life, take control of my 
life, forgive my sins and save me.

Read how two 
children’s lives were changed because of the generous 
hearts of God’s people.

One young boy who comes to our tutoring program didn’t have any 
trouble deciding what to put on his Christmas wish list – a snare drum. 
When the list reached the sponsoring church, and his name was 
selected by a willing church member, it was discussed that a snare 
drum is very expensive and it might not be possible to buy one. The 
young boy was asked to come up with a few more ideas about what he 
might like but had trouble thinking of anything. 

	 The night of the Christmas party came with excitement, as the kids 
looked for their presents. The large box for the would-be drummer did 
not give away what was held inside. When he opened the box, his eyes 
lit up and a big a smile spread across his face. A drum! The recipient of 
his name had searched for just what he wanted and God had provided. 
What a lesson in asking and receiving. This child is now searching to 
know this God who provides! 

	 One of the children who comes to tutoring has had a heart problem 
since birth and was not expected to live past 5 or 6 years old. She is 
now 10. She also has kidney problems and other complications. The 
sweet smile on her soft beautiful face does not reveal the fear beneath. 
For Christmas, she did not ask for toys or frivolous things. She wrote 
down her shoe size and clothes sizes. When she opened the box that 
had her name on it, her smile grew even larger as she took her new 
shoes out. She was so grateful to receive the cute new outfit as well. 
We pray that she will come to know the Lord and have many years to 
walk with Him on this earth. 

Where are you from? I was born in Union City, TN 
but lived most of my life in Memphis, TN.

Where did you go to school? I received my 
undergraduate degree in Worship and Music from 
Liberty University in 2005.

How did you hear about Jersey? I started attending 
Jersey when I moved to Ohio in 2000 to work for the 
North American Mission board at Ohio State. The 
Jersey family made me feel welcome and I returned to 
start working on the staff in 2005.

What is your favorite thing about working at 
Jersey? My favorite part about working at Jersey is 
that I have the privilege of working with a wonderful 
group of people both on staff and the fantastic 
volunteers who serve each week in worship.

For, behold those 
who are far from You will perish; You have destroyed 
all those who are unfaithful to You. But as for me, the 
nearness of God is my good; I have made the Lord 
God my refuge, that I may tell of all Your works.”

I met 
Emily the first day I moved to Ohio. What a great day!

Jersey Students on Facebook & Twitter
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With sore feet and sunburned skin, 
80 students and adults from JBC 
walked 9 hours through the streets of 
Columbus. They journeyed a total of 
18 miles through the heart of the city 
until they reached their final destination 
at the OSU campus. But their reason 
for such a trek was not without cause. 
They were participating in an event 
called The Rescue, along with over 
100 cities globally, to bring awareness 
of the social injustice of children 
soldiers in Uganda.

	 One goal of the Jersey Students 
was to help bring international 
recognition to Invisible Children,  
a non-profit organization that was 
created to bring awareness to the act 
of kidnapping Ugandan children and 
making them into soldiers by a guerrilla 
army. Hundreds of children walk miles 
in order to reach public areas by 
nightfall to avoid being abducted. 

	 The Rescue was a representation of 
the long pilgrimage these children take 
each day to safety. Once the Rescue 
participants reached their destination, 
they could only be “freed” by a media 

or political mogul. Many Jersey 
Students sent emails prior to the walk 
to the mayor, governor, and Ohio 
congressmen. A total of 400 people 
congregated at the OSU campus and 
camped out for the night on the Jesse 
Owens soccer fields. Early Sunday 
morning, Congresswoman Mary Jo 
Kilroy arrived to set the people free.

	 The main goal of Jersey Students 
was to live out the social justice of 
the Gospel. They were challenged by 
James 1:27, which states, “Religion 
that God our Father accepts as pure 
and faultless is this: to look after 
orphans and widows in their distress 
and to keep oneself from being 
polluted by the world.” This experience 
allowed our Jersey Students to 
share their faith as they lived out the 
Gospel. Many people wondered who 
they were and why they were there, 
creating several opportunities to tell 
about Christ’s heart for justice. It was 
not just a social event, but a beautiful 
opportunity to be the hands, and in 
this case the feet, of Christ.

•	 allow more people to be engaged in Bible 
studies without having to build additional 
buildings; 

•	 allow Bible study groups to be more 
evangelistic – to reach our neighbors;

•	 allow families to be on mission in their 
neighborhoods – to serve our neighbors.

	

	

	 Our plan is to give each person a choice. 
We think of it as different buses going to the 
same location. We will continue to apply the 
same energy to providing the high quality of 
Bible study that you have come to expect in 
Bible Fellowship classes. However, for those 
who would prefer a mid-week Bible study, we 
will also offer Small Groups. The goal will be 
to provide you alternatives. These options will 
allow us to reach many more people with the 
Gospel. The choice will be yours! Which bus 
will you take?
